This award is not to cover tuition, travel, or
publication fees. Funds are to be used in the Summer, Fall or Spring of the coming academic year.
Please note that according to University policy, equipment valued over $200 will be owned by MSU.

The Kenneth E. and Marie J. Corey Research Enrichment Fund

Professor Kenneth E. Corey served as Dean of the MSU College of Social Science from 1989-1999. As a
reflection of his deep affection for and continued close relationship with the MSU College of Social
Science, and to further nurture the research culture within the College, he established this endowed fund
to provide ongoing support for research within the College.

This endowment promotes graduate student research initiatives through small-grants of up to $3,000.
Proposals that have matching components or seek seed funds for student innovative research are
encouraged. Funds are to be used in the Summer or Fall of the coming academic year. Please note that
according to University policy, equipment valued over $200 will be owned by MSU.

CSS Research Scholars Award

The College of Social Science established a research scholars award in 2015 to promote graduate
student research initiatives through small-grants of up to $4,000. Proposals that have matching
components or seek funds for student innovative research are encouraged. Funds are to be used in the
Summer or Fall of the coming academic year. This award cannot cover tuition or publication fees.
Please note that according to University policy, equipment valued over $200 will be owned by MSU.

Applications for the FY2023 awards are due in the Dean’s Office no later than 11:59 p.m. on
Friday, November 4, 2022. Proposals are limited to two, single-spaced pages (eleven-point Arial or
Times Roman font, one-inch margins); endorsement from the major professor and the Department Chair
or School Director (or designate), CV, and detailed budget should be added as appendixes), and must
clearly articulate project methods, offer a concise statement of expected outcomes, and justify the use of
the particular funding mechanism. Applications must be submitted electronically by the academic unit by
11:59 pm on Friday, November 4, 2022 via our D2L community, in the assignments labelled
"Corey/Thompson Awards_2022" or "CSS Research Scholars_2022". Here is the D2L link for your
convenience: https://d2l.msu.edu/d2l/Ims/dropbox/admin/folders_manage.d21?0u=1761203.

Awardees will be selected by members of the College Graduate Program Committee and the Associate
Dean for Graduate Studies. Awardees will be notified in December, 2022. Instructions for accessing funds
will be provided at the time of notification. Funds must be used for expenses related to the project as
submitted, consistent with University Policy and Procedures. Interim progress reports are due at 3 and 6
months. A final report is required within 12 months of the award date explaining results and plans for
follow-up.

Scoring Table for Research Grants (adopted from NIH guidelines)

Impact/Priority
Impact Score Descriptor  Additional Guidance on Strengths/\Weaknesses

1 Exceptional = Exceptionally strong with essentially no weaknesses
High 2 Outstanding = Extremely strong with negligible weaknesses

3 Excellent Very strong with only some minor weaknesses

4 Very Good @ Strong but with numerous minor weaknesses
Moderate 5 Good Strong but with at least one moderate weakness

6 Satisfactory = Some strengths but also some moderate weaknesses

7 Fair Some strengths but with at least one major weakness
Low 8 Marginal A few strengths and a few major weaknesses

9 Poor Very few strengths and numerous major weaknesses
Definitions

Minor: easily addressable weakness that does not substantially lessen the impact of the project
